FACULTY:

1. Teachers will be selected from member Rabbi’s of the CTOMC, as well as those affiliate
Rabbi’s who hold to and agree with the Statement of Faith of CTOMC and CTOMC
Yeshiva

CURRICULUM:

1. Each class will be an intensive undergraduate study consisting of 8-10 hours of
teaching taught in weekly 1 % hr increments.

2. A program will be established which will lead the student towards a certificate in
“Messianic Studies”

3. Certificate program will require a minimum of 8 different classes established as
foundational to Messianic Studies

4. Additional programs will be established for those wishing to continue towards the
various ordination levels within the CTOMC

5. The certificate of “Messianic Studies” will be a pre-requisite for continuing on towards
ordination

ACCREDIDATION:

1. The subject of accrediting the CTOMC Yeshiva was brought up at the business meeting
held during the CTOMC 2011 Conference.

2. It was decided that some research should be done on the possibility of accrediting
CTOMC Yeshiva.

3. Most of the present Messianic Yeshivot do not offer accredited degrees, but instead
make it clear that students are taking courses and receiving credits that are not
transferrable.
